	Understanding the world involves guiding children to make sense of their physical world and their community. The frequency and range of children’s personal experiences increases their knowledge and sense of the world around them – from visiting parks, libraries and museums to meeting important members of society such as police officers, nurses and firefighters. In addition, listening to a broad selection of stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems will foster their understanding of our culturally, socially, technologically and ecologically diverse world. As well as building important knowledge, this extends their familiarity with words that support understanding across domains. Enriching and widening children’s vocabulary will support later reading comprehension playing and exploring – children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’
Active learning – children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties, and enjoy achievements
Creating and thinking critically – children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and develop strategies for doing things.

Reception continuous provision opportunities to develop scientific skills and knowledge through child initiated and adult led activities through the year.

To learn about some important processes and changes in the natural world, including states of matter – exploring seasons in the outdoor area, noticing weather, water play to investigate the flow of water, floating and sinking, exploring forces and movement using wheeled toys, tyres.
To explore the natural world around them – investigation area -  exploring how and why  a magnet attracts an object, exploring colour, light and dark, characteristics of natural materials, moving parts in toys.
