Skills are built up progressively through repetition within the units, 

allowing children to grow in confidence and mastery. 
The Pathways to Write approach also provides many opportunities to widen and enrich children’s vocabulary, complementing the extensive work we do across 

the curriculum to nurture a love of language and learning.
